Theme: Cultural adaptation of buildings in the East Village, with a focus on the 1960s and 1970s as a period of significance.

Purpose: To analyze buildings and sites in the East Village; to compare buildings across typology, age, and location; to detail the building's functions / uses in the 1960s-70s; and to contribute to the broader fund of knowledge of the cultural history of the East Village.

Approach: Scattered site, with some examples following below  


-Tompkins Square Park

-Little Germany (Off of St. Marks)

-The Bowery

-Ukrainian restaurant (9th and 2nd Avenue)

-Community Garden (4th or 5th Street between Avenue C and D)

-Dry Dock Bank (Avenue D)

-Theatre of St. Marks Church

-East Village Community School (12th and Avenue B)
Steps and Timeline:
 
October 15 - 25.  Develop project, narrow theme, and choose research sites

October 27.  Class field trip to the East Village, incorporating several sites.

October 25 - November 15.  Conduct preliminary "timeline" research.

November 15 - 17.  Turn in building profile document, discuss in class.  

November 15 - 27.  Conduct detailed research on sites, develop narratives.

November 27 - December 8. Studio / critiques for troubleshooting and preparing projects.
